Just this week the court announced a

string of Gorsuch backed split decisions such as another blow to unions

with Janus, a shredding of religious freedoms with Hawaii, another attack

on choice with NIFLA, a contempt for consumers with AmEx, a pass on

gerrymandering with Perez, a restriction of voting rights with Husted and

a blow to habeas corpus with Jennings. The country would be much better

off leaving this historically divided bench at eight so that Appeals decisions

can stand until at least a 5-3 decision is possible.
